Surf Relief’s planned UK project for 2006 ‘Surfable’ aims to enable disabled young people to experience surfing. The Trust aims to deliver a number of pilot projects which will give the experience of surfing to deaf children and those with moderate learning difficulties. These projects will involve training and support for surf coaches in a network of surf schools around the country.
